The Pacific Science Center features gi-
gantic robotic dinosaurs with live shows. Se-
attle, just a 30 minute drive from Puyallup, is
also the home of the Seattle Supersonics NBA
basketball team. Average temperatures in
Puyallup range from approximately 35 de-
grees Fahrenheit in December and January to
about 80 degrees Fahrenheit in July. Most of
the rainfall, averaging about 35 inches per
